restrictions:—

Order

On Aakurli Road, within the jurisdiction of Samata Nagar Traffic Division, from Sant
Dnyaneshwar Chowk to the Western Express Highway, entry and movement of all types of heavy
vehicles shall remain prohibited between 08.00 hours and 21.00 hours, except for the vehicles

mentioned below.

Vehicles exempted from the restriction

Ambulances and other emergency medical service vehicles, fire brigade vehicles, police
vehicles, vehicles of the Municipal Corporation and vehicles engaged in essential public services such
as electricity, water supply, drainage and gas; vehicles transporting milk, vegetables, bakery products,

food grains, medicines, petroleum products, LPG cylinders and other essential commodities; and
vehicles permitted in writing by the Traffic Police under special circumstances shall be exempted from

the above restrictions.

Drivers violating the said traffic restriction order shall be liable for legal action under the
provisions of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 and the rules made thereunder.
